SHOW HORSES REGULATIONS:

Classes start times are shown in this Schedule.

First Aid/Farrier/Veterinary services are provided on site and each competitor is charged £3 for first aid.

You will be issued with one white Showground Vehicle Pass, which admits the driver and one other adult, to be displayed on your windscreen facing forwards, on Show day. Additional Showground Vehicle passes may be issued if extra adults are needed to supervise horse entries for more than one animal. Enter the site from Aylsham past the Buckinghamshire Arms turn, and from Saxthorpe through the Main Entrance keeping in the right lane. After parking the vehicle in the designated car park, there will be no vehicle movements on the Showground between 8.00am and 5.30pm unless prior permission has been given by the Head Steward. Children aged 16 and under have free entry. 

NB: No BBQ’s are allowed in the Horse Box Car Park on Show Day.

6. Show Organisers and Officials will not be held liable for anything that may happen from any cause or circumstances whatsoever to any person, animals or property. It is a condition of entry that each exhibitor/competitor shall indemnify the Show Organisers and Officials against any such matters.
7. Exhibitors/Competitors must ensure all of their exhibits are covered by their own Public Liability insurance for a  minimum of £5million and complete the declaration on the entry form. Participation at this event deems acceptance of these terms and conditions.     
8. A judge may not place a pony, which to his/her knowledge has been sold, leased or produced by the judge or his/her family or employer. Nor may he/she place a pony in which he/she has financial interest, nor place a stallion by which he/she has had a mare stinted in that season. Should a situation arise, a referee should be appointed by the show secretary to place the pony in the class.
9. Affiliated In Hand classes are run under SPSBS Rules (which are posted on the Breed Society’s website - www.shetlandponystudbooksociety.co.uk). Only ponies registered SPSBS may be entered in affiliated classes. Name and registration number must be shown on entry form and included in the catalogue if one is produced. Society rosettes must only be given to ponies registered with the society or eligible for registration (ie: foals).
10. Lunch break  -  SPSBS panel judges will have an approximately 45 minute break.  

11. 3 year old fillies with foals at foot may not be shown. All foals must be a minimum of 3 weeks old on the day of the show. All entire males aged 2 years and over are advised to display a stallion disc. Only licensed stallions are eligible for entry to stallion classes.
12. There must be no colts or entire males in young handler classes. Children under 14 years old may not show colts (excluding foals) or entire males in In Hand classes. Children under 12 years old on the day of the show may not show entire males in ridden classes. In the interest of safety, hard hats must be worn by handlers aged 14 years or under for In hand classes. Exhibitors should not kneel but remain standing while in the ring. Hard hats must be worn by all exhibitors, irrespective of age, in ridden classes as per latest BS Rules. In ridden classes if a rider falls off at any time whilst in the ring, both pony and rider must leave the ring, rider dismounted, and take no further part. No mobile phones to be used in the ring by exhibitors, stewards or judges.
13. No prize money will be presented on Show Day except for specific Young Classes.
14. Competitors who enter classes that may coincide, do so at their own risk.
15. No refund of entry fees will be made unless accompanied by a veterinary certificate.
16. The exhibitor is asked to pay for engraving a perpetual cup or trophy to maintain the Cup’s history, even if you do not wish to take the cup away.
